Updates related to change in program format to fully virtual as a result of the COVID-19 pandemic
	
The Lifelines 2021-2022 conference has an online, fully virtual program. This document version only addresses how to prepare for the fully virtual online program. 

Online Posters:
The conference organizers are providing an opportunity for electronic posting of posters for the Virtual Event using the online platform. There is a designated viewing time for the electronic poster presentations given in the program (https://asceuclall22.conferencespot.org/event-data/activity) when conference participants can communicate directly with the poster presenters; however, please be aware registrants can view the poster presentations at any time during the conference program and for 30 days afterward. Presenters have three options for presenting their poster: (1) a .pdf file alone; (2) a short video file alone (.mp4) in which the presenter discusses slides; or (3) both a .pdf of a poster and a video file in which the poster content is explained.  Any video presentations must be in .mp4 format. Please refer to the guidelines for conference video presentations for more information. 

Format: 	.pdf and/or .mp4— .pdf is recommended over PowerPoint so that the file cannot be readily altered by others and can be viewed in its intended appearance. Therefore, please convert PowerPoint to .pdf before submitting.

Length: 	If a single poster is presented, a single large page equivalent to a 2-foot by 3-foot sheet of paper can be provided in .pdf format. If slides are to be presented in a video, please use no more than 6 slides including title slide and conclusions, and keep the video length to 
5 minutes or less.

There is no recommended template for .pdf posters.
Electronic files need to be received by January 24, 2022.

General Recommendations:
Include the following sections: title, presenter and coauthors name(s) and affiliations, introduction/background, methodology, findings/results, conclusions and recommendations, references (but do not be excessive). 
Poster presentations rely on visuals to communicate and should not contain long blocks of text. Results can be displayed in graphs and drawings. Conclusions and recommendations may be provided using short bulleted lists. 
Attempt to define the topic and show its importance in the first 20 seconds.  
Present main points of the work and avoid excessive jargon (while using appropriate technical terminology).
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
